Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

Reading One 

A reading from the book of Leviticus (Lv 13:1-2, 44-46) 

The Lord said to Moses and Aaron, 

"If someone has on his skin a scab or pustule or blotch which appears to be the sore of leprosy, 

he shall be brought to Aaron, the priest, or to one of the priests among his descendants. If the 

man is leprous and unclean, the priest shall declare him unclean by reason of the sore on his 

head. "The one who bears the sore of leprosy shall keep his garments rent and his head bare, and 

shall muffle his beard; he shall cry out, 'Unclean, unclean!' As long as the sore is on him he shall 

declare himself unclean, since he is in fact unclean. He shall dwell apart, making his abode 

outside the camp."

A reading from the First book of Corinthians (1 Cor 10:31-11:1) 

 

Brothers and sisters, 

Whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do everything for the glory of God. Avoid giving 

offense, whether to the Jews or Greeks or the church of God, just as I try to please everyone in 

every way, not seeking my own benefit but that of the many, that they may be saved. Be 

imitators of me, as I am of Christ.
